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Let me start by saying that FDC is a private, autonomous and non-profit organization
Our mission is to contribute to the sustainable development of society by educating and developing executives, entrepreneurs and companies.

Before asking my colleague Elson Valim to present FDC’s strategies and operations, please let me make some brief comments about business schools in general. No two business schools are alike. Each one has its own characteristics that we can look at in different ways.

To make it easier for you to understand what FDC is all about, we could classify schools in two groups. Most schools are more oriented towards degree programs, the MBA is their core business and they usually belong to a university. The second group is more focused on executive education, although they also offer MBA programs, and most of them are standalone schools. FDC is closer to the second group. Just to give you a general picture of what I mean, I would like to show you a graph which is my informal and personal way of looking at some of the players in the management education scenario, I am more familiar with.

This slide illustrates it. 

As you can see, the players range from University schools emphasizing undergraduate courses to corporate universities.
I believe FDC is located around here.
